Students in the Apprenticeship program work at an accelerated pace during the time they are at school.  Because of this, they need to be self-directed, motivated to learn, and responsible. Please be frank in your comments so we place students in this program that will benefit most from the experience. 

Apprenticeship / Internship: Paid on the job training and related schooling. MVCTC apprenticeship is offered in two ways depending on the program. One way is where you work for two weeks full time and return  to school for two weeks full time and then alternate that throughout the entire senior year. The second opportunity is to work ½ days starting at the beginning of your senior year. You must meet the following requirements to be eligible.   


The basic requirements to be accepted into the apprenticeship program are as follows: 
__1. 2.5 GPA or better and passing all classes, junior year
__2. 95% attendance or better
__3. All Teachers recommendations
__4. Valid driver’s license / reliable transportation
__5 No deficiencies or other obstacles that would prevent receiving a high school  
       diploma on schedule.
__6. Parent or guardian support
__7. Tool Kits / Junior fees paid   
__8. Skill Status: must meet minimum skill competencies as established by teacher and 
        industry in each subject area.
__9. Job with an employer who is willing to participate in our apprenticeship program. 


*Students must also maintain these requirements while in apprenticeship.
